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Internet on boat

Tipping

Tipping is a customary
thing in Egypt and Jordan
The tipping required is for:

Crew members onboard
the cruise. You can tip them
on the last day by an
envelope given to reception
desk (average is 7 $ per
person per night)

The second category is
drivers, agents, and tour
guides (average is 13 $ per
person per day) and to be
given directly to the person
by the end of the service.

Kids

Children must be
accompanied by an adult.

Child rate applies only
when sharing with 2 paying
adults. Infants must seat on

laps during transportation
and tours, but the cruise
can supply infant seats
while onboard.
